Senator Tom Harkin joined representatives from the lowa Economic Developmel
Authority and Main Street lowa to make the announcement that the Le Mars Main
Street has been awarded $30,000 towards preservation and restoration work at the
Mars American Legion Hall. The Challenge Grant program is funded through an a
propriation from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).
Main Street Manager Mary Reynolds wrote a grant for the $30,000 in funding.

The national grant will be combined with $15,000 from the Main Street Facade
Program funded by the City of Le Mars and $15,000 from private fund raised by 1
Le Mars American Legion. Work will begin in spring of 2012 on the north facade
and interior entryway.
